Meets Grade Level Expectations

Behaves kindly to others, works cooperatively
Apologizes when prompted

Takes care of school equipment as asked to do

Leaves other’s property alone

Takes care of own trash or spills at lunch table

Usually arrives on time; has 3-5 tardies in a trimester

Completes tasks as directed

Responds honestly when questioned

Accepts consequences for own actions when confronted
by authority



Needs Improvement

Puts own concerns before those of others
Disregards or indifferent to others’ needs
Says, “I’'m sorry,” without intention, because told to

Does not take care of school equipment

Interferes with other students’ belongings, takes others’
items without permission, mistreats things

Leaves lunch room messy

Has arrived tardy to school 6 or more times a term

Must be reminded or redirected to follow instructions

Conceals truth to avoid consequences

Looks to defer blame onto others for own misdeeds
